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1)  Are you desperate?  Where has your desperation led you? To rejection of Christ or to faith in 

Christ? 

2)  What are you trying to use to solve your desperation?  Self-effort?  Money?  Doing good?   

3)  Dan said that Jesus is the cure for our desperation.  How does this encourage you and spur 

you on to run to Him? 

4)  What is your belief system?  Faith or fear?   

5)  Dan brought out the significance of the woman's uncleanness in verses 25-34 and that she 

shouldn't have even been there among the throng of people.  Discuss the significance of her 

uncleanness in contrast with Jesus' purity. 

6)  Dan spoke about how the same faith that is the vehicle to miracles is the same faith that 

expels fear.  Discuss the importance of Jesus' words to Jairus, "Don't fear, only believe."    

7)   How does Jesus' tender power with Jairus' daughter encourage you and help you trust Him?
